Memorize the first six verses in Romans 8, depending upon Holy Spirit to help you let HIS WORD be implanted in you. Also trust Him to give you understanding and the grace needed to be a doer of this word.

Romans 8:1-6 NASU
1 Therefore there is now no condemnation for those who are in Christ Jesus. 2 For the law of the Spirit of life in Christ Jesus has set you free from the law of sin and of death. 3 For what the Law could not do, weak as it was through the flesh, God did: sending His own Son in the likeness of sinful flesh and as an offering for sin, He condemned sin in the flesh, 4 so that the requirement of the Law might be fulfilled in us, who do not walk according to the flesh but according to the Spirit. 5 For those who are according to the flesh set their minds on the things of the flesh, but those who are according to the Spirit, the things of the Spirit. 6 For the mind set on the flesh is death, but the mind set on the Spirit is life and peace…

Read all of the following instructions. 

With regularity and determination, make yourself aware of the activity of your mind. Throughout the next two weeks, think about the scriptures given below and answer the questions that apply to each.
Always keep Romans 8:1-6 as your main focus.
1 Corinthians 2:11 No one can know a person's thoughts except that person's own spirit…

What fills your mind? KNOW your own thoughts.
What do you consider, dwell on; think about? 

What entertains, captivates, and occupies your thoughts?

Romans 8:5-6 For those who are according to the flesh set their minds on the things of the flesh, but those who are according to the Spirit, the things of the Spirit. For the mind set on the flesh is death, but the mind set on the Spirit is life and peace…NASU
Colossians 3:1-2 Therefore if you have been raised up with Christ, keep seeking the things above, where Christ is, seated at the right hand of God. Set your mind on the things above, not on the things that are on earth. NASU

How do you invite and hold on to those thoughts?

2 Corinthians 10:5 We are destroying speculations and every lofty thing raised up against the knowledge of God, and we are taking every thought captive to the obedience of Christ NASU
What do you resist and not allow to stay in your thoughts?


How do you resist such thoughts?

How do you reject and overcome unwelcome thoughts?

In your sharing, include actual experiences from your current day-to-day living that illustrate these things – your real life!  Use passages from your conversations with Holy Spirit and journaling. Share what you are currently hearing and discovering through the Word and the work of Holy Spirit.

You are encouraged to read your SHARING out loud beforehand, expanding or deleting as necessary to make sure it is 5 minutes long when you read it orally.
