PROPHETIC WORD from Suzi: 

I am calling you in, into My presence like never before.  Your flesh can’t bring you here.  Even your 
desire can’t bring you here.

There is a sound and a wind of redemption that is blowing.  Tap into it through the sound of pure worship, 
where your eyes and your heart’s desire are for God alone, and all else fades away.  It is a redemptive 
sound.  It is a declarative sound of Almighty God, the great I Am that I Am.  It is filled with proclamations 
and announcements of who God is – of His righteousness, His beauty, His glory, His power, His 
sovereignty, and His holiness.  It is a place of deep face-to-face intimacy with God filled with a 
reverberation of the reality that He is God Alone.  That sound of truth echoes inside of your cells, and you 
are locked into the wonder of seeing Him and His glory.  Nothing can supersede Him.  Nothing shakes 
Him.  Nothing overpowers Him.  All you can do is cry holy, holy, holy because there are no words that can 
convey the magnitude of His greatness.  His glory is seen all around.  This is a key time to impart the 
prophetic for our future.  The wind of redemption carries the sound of the new – we release the sound of 
God’s new future. 
 
Job 19.25 NIV 
25 I know that my redeemer lives, and that in the end he will stand on the earth. 

 We are entering the Jewish new year – Rosh Hashanah where the hope of redemption is renewed. 
 
Psalm 36.1 NIV 
1 I have a message from God in my heart concerning the sinfulness of the wicked: There is no fear of 
God before their eyes. 
 
Revelation 11.15 TPT 
15 Then the seventh angel sounded his trumpet, and a loud voice broke forth in heaven, saying: 
“The kingdom of the world has become the kingdom of our God and of his Anointed One! 
He will reign supreme for an eternity of eternities!” 
 
Deuteronomy 32.1-3 NIV 
1 Listen, you heavens, and I will speak; hear, you earth, the words of my mouth. 
2 Let my teaching fall like rain and my words descend like dew, 
like showers on new grass, like abundant rain on tender plants.

Psalm 103.20-21 TPT 
20 So bless the Lord, all his messengers of power, for you are his mighty heroes who listen 
intently to the voice of his word to do it. 
21 Bless and praise the Lord, you mighty warriors, ministers who serve him well and fulfill his 
desires. 
 
Psalm 149.9 TPT 
9 Praise-filled warriors will enforce the judgment-doom decreed against their enemies.

Ephesians 6.10 TPT 
10 Now my beloved ones, I have saved these most important truths for last: Be supernaturally infused 
with strength through your life-union with the Lord Jesus.
