Life Group Encounter 2/7/18 thru 2/21/18

Romans 8:22-23
22 For we know that the whole creation groans and suffers the pains of childbirth together until now.  23 And not only this, but also we ourselves, having the first fruits of the Spirit, even we ourselves groan within ourselves, waiting eagerly for our adoption as sons, the redemption of our body.

Part I – The Word
In my own words, what do these verses say?  Summarize these verses in brief phrases.
When I read the verses 22-23, which words or phrases stand out to me?  What do you think they mean?  Which ones do I need to understand better?

What is Holy Spirit revealing to me through these verses and through other things I am hearing from Him?
Part II – My Life

Part III – Going Deeper (optional)
Read the following verses:

Romans 12:5 “So we, who are many, are one body in Christ, and individually members one of another.”
Galatians 4:6-7 “And so that we would know for sure that we are his true children, God released the Spirit of Sonship into our hearts—moving us to cry out intimately, “My Father! You’re our true Father!” Now we’re no longer living like slaves under the law, but we enjoy being God’s very own sons and daughters! And because we’re his, we can access everything our Father has—for we are heirs of God through Jesus, the Messiah!”

1 Corinthians 9:19, 22-23 “For though I am free from all men, I have made myself a slave to all, so that I may win more…To the weak I became weak, that I might win the weak; I have become all things to all men, so that I may by all means save some. I do all things for the sake of the gospel, so that I may become a fellow partaker of it.”
What is Holy Spirit revealing through these verses?

Write a statement of truth about your life or about the Corporate Body you are connected to. (Example: “I am free from death and sin so that I can serve the Kingdom of God and those whom God desires to share in it with me.”)
