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Ephesians 5.8-13 NIV 
8 For you were once darkness, but now you are light in the Lord. Live as children of light 9 (for the 
fruit of the light consists in all goodness, righteousness and truth) 10 and find out what pleases 
the Lord. 11 Have nothing to do with the fruitless deeds of darkness, but rather expose them. 
12 It is shameful even to mention what the disobedient do in secret. 13 But everything exposed by the 
light becomes visible—and everything that is illuminated becomes a light. 
 
Romans 13.12 ESV 
12 The night is far gone; the day is at hand. So then let us cast off the works of darkness and 
put on the armor of light. 
 
There is an exposure that is going on and that exposure comes through the light shining in dark places.  
In those dark places, what was hidden and not seen is now being seen.  Some of what is being seen is 
shocking.  When light comes in and shines in the darkness – as when a light is turned on brightly when 
you have been asleep – what you see at first takes a moment to process.  You will automatically blink a 
few times to bring into focus what is being seen so that it can be processed in your heart and mind.  We 
are experiencing this in government as a new administration is shining a light in places that were not 
illuminated in the past.

13 “There are those who rebel against the light, who do not know its ways or stay in its paths. 
 
Psalm 44.3-4 NIV 
3 It was not by their sword that they won the land, nor did their arm bring them victory; 
it was your right hand, your arm, and the light of your face, for you loved them. 
4 You are my King and my God, who decrees victories for Jacob. 

 We win the war through the Light of God. Light is revelation, wisdom, understanding & creativity. 
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Psalm 89.15 NIV 
15 Blessed are those who have learned to acclaim you, who walk in the light of your presence, Lord. 

 The Greek word for light comes from a root word meaning to shine or to make manifest. 
 
John 1.4, 8.12 NIV 
4 In him was life, and that life was the light of all mankind. 
12 When Jesus spoke again to the people, he said, “I am the light of the world. Whoever follows me 
will never walk in darkness, but will have the light of life.” 

 In the Book of John, ‘light’ was used primarily to covey the transformative power of Christ. 
 In Strong’s dictionary ‘light’ is defined as to reveal and impart life, to shine or make manifest.
