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Birds release a song just before daybreak that impacts the earth.  The song causes molecules in plants to 
open up and receive the nutrient that they need to grow.  Experiments were done on many other plants 
and had “proven beyond any shadow of doubt that harmonic sound waves affect the growth, flowering, 
fruiting, and seed-yields of plants”. (Research in India).  The right sound/song increased the harvest.  
Horticulturists create an environment for the right bird to come and dwell in the right garden to bring forth 
increased harvest.  God created this dynamic in the intricacies of Creation.  He is the Master Creator.  
Maximum beauty and creativity and fullness of life. 
 
Likewise, in the spiritual realm there are specific songs and sounds that facilitate what God is doing and 
how He is moving.  In Old Testament days the Lord told the King to send the worshippers out before the 
army.  The song that they sang caused the enemy to turn against each other, and a battle was won 
through the song.  The Bible says that the worshippers went out before the army to praise God for in the 
splendor of His holiness.  The words they sung were, “Give thanks to the Lord for His love endures forever!” 
 
Psalm 96.1 NIV 
1 Sing to the LORD a new song; sing to the LORD, all the earth. 

 In the last week I have heard songs that declare God’s holiness over the Detroit area.  Then I was 
in Mt. Pleasant, in the middle of Michigan, and I heard the same – God is holy. 

 Sunday, we had a guest speaker at HCC, and he preached “be holy because God is holy”. 
 This is no coincidence.  There is a song out of Heaven right now that is declaring that God is holy.  

And just like the song coming from the birds in the garden, the sound of holy is causing the 
molecular structure of the land to open up and receive the nutrients needed for this time.  Nutrients 
that support the heart of God’s purposes in this time. 

 There is a song at the gate of Detroit and the gate of Michigan.  That song is declaring that God is 
holy. 

 Hear the song of Heaven over you and your family, over your place of work, over your kids’ schools. 
 Don’t hear the old song.  Press your ear to hear beyond the old – hear the new song. 

 
Psalm 40.3 NIV 
3 He put a new song in my mouth, a hymn of praise to our God. Many will see and fear the LORD and 
put their trust in him. 
 
2 Chronicles 20.22-23 NIV 
22 As they began to sing and praise, the LORD set ambushes against the men of Ammon and Moab 
and Mount Seir who were invading Judah, and they were defeated. 23 The Ammonites and Moabites rose 
up against the men from Mount Seir to destroy and annihilate them. After they finished slaughtering the 
men from Seir, they helped to destroy one another. 
 
Psalm 149.1 NIV 
1 Praise the LORD. Sing to the LORD a new song, his praise in the assembly of his faithful people. 
 
Exodus 15.1 NIV 
1 Then Moses and the Israelites sang this song to the LORD: “I will sing to the Lord, for he is highly 
exalted. Both horse and driver he has hurled into the sea.  
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Revelation 5.9 NIV 
9 And they sang a new song, saying: “You are worthy to take the scroll and to open its seals, because 
you were slain, and with your blood you purchased for God persons from every tribe and language and 
people and nation. 

 There is a sound in Heaven connected to the new day. 
 That sound reverberates in the atmosphere – open the gate and release God’s new song. 
 The release of that sound causes a shaping of the new. 
 Worship releases the sounds of Heaven. 
 Light, sound, and constant movement is the atmosphere of Heaven. 
 The new song will change your vocabulary; your vocabulary changes to a Heavenly vocabulary. 
 Humming is a healing sound to the heart – hum over yourself, over your family. 
 Pattern in the Bible – the enemy invades, and God raises up worshippers – the sound is released 

and everything changes. 
 The devil’s strategy is to stop worship to God. 
 God would raise up a worshipper and the first thing they would do is tear down the altars of Baal, 

the Asherah poles, and the high places. 
 Curses end up broken when we sing what Heaven is singing. 

 
2 Chronicles 31.2 NIV 
2 Hezekiah assigned the priests and Levites to divisions—each of them according to their duties as priests 
or Levites—to offer burnt offerings and fellowship offerings, to minister, to give thanks and to sing 
praises at the gates of the LORD’S dwelling. 
 
Ephesians 5.18b-20 NIV 
…be filled with the Spirit, 19 speaking to one another with psalms, hymns, and songs from the Spirit. Sing 
and make music from your heart to the LORD, 20 always giving thanks to God the Father for 
everything, in the name of our Lord Jesus Christ. 
 
Psalm 150.1-8 NIV 
1 Praise the LORD. Praise God in his sanctuary; praise him in his mighty heavens. 
2 Praise him for his acts of power; praise him for his surpassing greatness. 
3 Praise him with the sounding of the trumpet, praise him with the harp and lyre, 
4 praise him with timbrel and dancing, praise him with the strings and pipe, 
5 praise him with the clash of cymbals, praise him with resounding cymbals. 
6 Let everything that has breath praise the LORD. 
Praise the LORD.

Father God, we thank You for who You are – we ascribe glory to Your Name!  Our hope and trust are in 
You, and You alone.  We thank You for giving us an ear to hear Your voice in our heart.  We stand at the 
gates to our City and we release the new song.

Yours, O Lord, is the greatness and the power and the glory and the victory for every inch of Detroit and 
Michigan.  Your Kingdom come and Your will be done.  As deep calls to deep, let Your waves and breakers 
sweep over us.
