Life Group Encounter 4/18/18-5/2/18

Romans 8:34b-35
34b Christ Jesus is He who died, yes, rather who was raised, who is at the right hand of God, who also intercedes for us.  35 Who will separate us from the love of Christ?  Will tribulation, or distress, or persecution, or famine, or nakedness, or peril, or sword?

Part I – The Word

In your own words, what do these verses say?  Which words stand out to you?

What is Holy Spirit revealing to you through these verses?  Through the Sunday messages or other places in the Word?
Part II – My Life

What is going on in your life right now?  What does the Word say concerning these things?   

How is the Word impacting your life?  How is Holy Spirit working in you?
Write a testimony about how the Word is becoming real to you.

Part III – Going Further (optional)
Romans 8:33-35 in The Message reads: “If God didn’t hesitate to put everything on the line for us, embracing our condition and exposing Himself to the worst by sending His own Son, is there anything else He wouldn’t gladly and freely do for us?  And who would dare tangle with God by messing with one of God’s chosen?  Who would dare even to point a finger?  The One who died for us – who was raised to life for us! – is in the presence of God at this very moment sticking up for us.  Do you think anyone is going to be able to drive a wedge between us and Christ’s love for us?  There is no way!  Not trouble, not hard times, not hatred, not hunger, not homelessness, not bullying threats, not backstabbing, not even the worst sins listed in Scripture…”

Consider these verses in both this translation and in the one we are memorizing. Consider it from two perspectives:  as an individual and as the Corporate Body of Christ.  What is God guaranteeing in these verses?  What encouragement is there?  What re-alignment?  What clarity are you receiving?  

Read through these verses again.  Who comes to mind as you read it?  Write down their names.  What is Holy Spirit revealing to you about yourself?  About them? 
Revelation 12:10-11 says:  Then I heard a loud voice in heaven, saying, “Now the salvation, and the power, and the kingdom of our God and the authority of His Christ have come, for the accuser of the brethren has been thrown down, he who accuses them before our God day and night. And they overcame him because of the blood of the Lamb and because of the word of their testimony, and they did not love their life even when faced with death.
Write out a prayer in response to what Holy Spirit is showing you.  Pray for those on your list (above) and for anyone else Holy Spirit leads you to pray for.  Declare what God is declaring in His Word:  that God’s children are walking in new revelation and WE are living clean and free from condemnation.
